THE FUND

The Judy Dennis Emerging Artist Training Fund was established in 1994 with a $10,000 bequest to the North Shore Community Foundation by the late Judy Dennis.  Judy, whose artistic interests was wide-ranging, had particular interest in emerging artists and was the driving force in the establishing what was known as the Arts & Culture Commission of North Vancouver (Currently North Vancouver Office of Cultural Affairs). 

The Fund is managed and administered by the North Shore Community Foundation and grants are made annually from the investment income of the Fund.  Application for grants in any year must be received by April 1st; they will be assessed by the Grants Committee of the Foundation.  of the North Shore Community Foundation.  Successful applicants will be notified by June 30th. 

The Fund is an open fund to which any person may contribute.  Official receipts for income tax purposes are issued by the Foundation. 

PURPOSE
Grants are intended to assist emerging North Shore artists in development of specific skills in their chosen arts discipline.

ELGIBILITY AND FUNDING CRITERIA

Applicants must:

1. Be a resident of the City or District of North Vancouver, West Vancouver, Bowen Island or Lions Bay.

2. Have completed basic training in the chosen field.

3. Intend to pursue a career in the arts.

4. Provide two letters of reference from individuals in the arts field.

5. Intend to use the funding specifically for arts training (i.e. attending courses, masters classes or working with a mentor.

THE FOUNDATION

The foundation was established in 1988 and is a public foundation accorded charitable status by Revenue Canada (#0816173-03).  Grants from the Foundation’s investment income are made for charitable, cultural, educational, social services and recreational purposes.
